Overview

Teacher Education Scholarships are awarded based upon the match between applicant qualifications and
the stipulations designated by each scholarship. All scholarship recipients must be U.S. citizens or
permanent residents.

The materials in your Department program admission files will not be available for scholarship
applications. It is your responsibility to make sure that your scholarship file is complete and independent
of any other files. All application materials become the property of the Department of Teaching &
Learning and will not be returned or released to any other party.

Applications will be evaluated by the Department Scholarship Committee. Scholarship recipients will be
notified by mail approximately 6-8 weeks after the deadline.

1. Your scholarship application packet must include the following:
a) Teacher Education Scholarship Application
b) scholarship checklist
c) official University of Utah transcript
d) official Summary of Transfer credit (if applicable)
e) personal statement as described below
f) three letters of recommendation
g) any additional supporting documentation as noted in the scholarship descriptions.

2. Your personal statement should be organized according to the following headings:
A. Autobiography, Provide a brief personal history (1-2 paragraphs)
B. Desire to Teach, Describe your interest in the teaching profession, including your educational
goals and teaching philosophy
C. Justification, State the reasons why you are a qualified candidate for the scholarship(s) and
how you will be impacted if chosen
D. Volunteer Efforts, Describe your involvement in the community, university and service
activities

3. Submit your application in a letter size (8 x 11 1/2) manila file folder with your name (last name, first
name) on the tab.

4. Scholarship packets must be submitted by March 1, 2009 before 5:00 PM to the Teaching & Learning
Department main office, room 142 in Milton Bennion Hall. If mailing your application, please note that it
must be received (not postmarked) by March 1% in order to be reviewed.
